Old Testament Messianic Prophecy
Most of the following information is adapted from Mark Driscoll’s message, “

At the time it was written, roughly twenty-five percent of the Bible was prophetic in nature, meaning that it predicted, or foreshadowed a future event that God would bring to pass.  Understanding these prophecies help us appreciate God’s ultimate control over history.
Out of those promises, more than sixty of them are about a person called The Messiah.  The Messiah was the Promised One, the man God was going to send through the lineage of Abraham to bring redemption to the world.
Below is simply a sampling of several of these “Messianic prophecies.”
1. The Messiah would be a male.

2. The Messiah would be born from the family of Abraham

3. The Messiah’s mother will be a virgin

700 years before the birth of Jesus
4. The Messiah will be born in Bethlehem

700 years before the birth of Jesus

5. The Messiah will spend time as a refugee in Egypt

Hosea 11:1

6. The Messiah will grow up in Nazareth

Isaiah 11.1

700 years before the birth of Jesus
7. The Messiah will never sin

Isaiah 53.9

700 years before the birth of Jesus
8. The Messiah will visit the temple

Malachi 3.1

400 years before the birth of Jesus
Furthermore, we know from history that the temple was destroyed in 70 AD, so this prophecy also effectively gave a deadline for the birth of the Messiah.
9. The Messiah will perform many miracles

Isaiah 35.5-6

700 years before the birth of Jesus
10. The Messiah will enter Jerusalem on a donkey while people cheered his entry

Zechariah 9.9

500 years before the birth of Jesus
11. The Messiah will be betrayed by a close friend

Psalm 41.9

1000 years before the birth of Jesus
12. The Messiah’s close friend will betray him with thirty pieces of silver

Zechariah 11.12-13

500 years before the birth of Jesus
13. The Messiah will be beaten and spit upon

Isaiah 50.6

700 years before the birth of Jesus
14. The Messiah will not defend himself

Isaiah 53.7

700 years before the birth of Jesus
15. The Messiah will be crucified

Psalm 22.16

1000 years before the birth of Jesus
This prophecy was also given a few hundred years before crucifixion had even been invented!
16. The Messiah will be crucified with sinners

Isaiah 53.12

700 years before the birth of Jesus
17. The Messiah will die

Isaiah 53.8

700 years before the birth of Jesus
18. The Messiah will be buried with the rich

Isaiah 53.9

700 years before the birth of Jesus
19. The Messiah will come back from the dead

Psalm 16.10; Isaiah 53.10-11

1000 years/700 years before the birth of Jesus
